Today: 

On April 25, 1891, a small 

group of prominent 

Christians met at the 

Wofford Schoolhouse in 

Wooster, Arkansas for the 

purpose of organizing a 

Baptist church in the 

area.  Beginning on May 

24, 1891, at the Lance 

schoolhouse an assembly of 

people gathered and 

formally began the humble 

beginnings of Bethlehem 

Baptist Church. The first 

church building was a white 

plank one-room 

building.  Services were held 

on the second Sunday of every 

month and on the Saturday 

before that regular meeting 

time.  Baptismal services were 

held in a small stream, 

Greenbrier Creek and at other 

churches until a baptistery 

was completed in 1971.    

What was the daily & weekly life of 

the new Testament church? 

Acts 2:41-47 describes the life of the 

early church.  The church preached 

God’s word and baptized those who 

come to faith (2:41). The church 

devoted themselves to the teaching of 

God’s word (2:42). The church devoted 

themselves to fellowship (2:42). They 

gathered together regularly (2:46) and 

they regularly spent time in one 

another’s homes (2:46). They devoted 

themselves to prayer (2:42). They cared 

for the needs of others in the church 

regularly  (2:44-45). They praised God 

(2:47) and gave Him thanks (2:46).  
 

What should be the daily & weekly 

life of Bethlehem Baptist Church?  

Modern churches tend to emphasize 

separating (small groups, Sunday 

School, home groups, etc.).  The NT 

church emphasized being together.  

The church should regularly gather in 

one assembly.  When we assemble, the 

church should be devoted to the 

preaching and teaching of Scripture, 

baptizing new believers, praying, 

fellowshipping, and praising God.  The 

whole-church assembly should be our 

priority, but we should also desire 

more.  Individually, we should share 

the gospel with our neighbors and 

family.  We should gather in our 

homes, coffee shops, restaurants, etc. 

for daily fellowship.   

Assemble to teach, pray, fellowship , 
and praise. Depart to evangelize and 

fellowship.
